	The 5k certified course is located in Goddard Memorial Park, Ives Road, Warwick. The start and finish
	 lines are located at the beach.
	No strollers or baby joggers are allowed on the course due to insurance.
	Timing and scoring is managed by +Organization Plus+ Road Race Management Services.

Directions: 
From the North – Take I-95 South to Rt. 4 South. Take first exit – Exit 8 – to East Greenwich. Turn right onto 
Division Street (Rte. 401). Proceed two miles, then turn right on Rt. 1 South / Main Street. After one mile, turn left at 
the sign for “Goddard Memorial Park.” Bear left for one mile to park entrance on left. Proceed pass Park Office and 
bear right to beach.

From the South – Take I-95 North to Exit 8A South. At first signal, take a left onto Division Street (Rt. 401). Follow 
for 2 miles to Rt. 1 South (see above).

From South County – Take Rt. 4 North to Exit 8B, Division Street (Rt. 401). Follow for 2 miles to Rt. 1 South (see 
above).
